Goal of the Symposium

Phenomena of inclusion and exclusion have
shaped past and present of Latin American socie-
ties. The continent does not only have a history of
more than 500 years of ethnic differentiations, but
also has evocated a series of developments which
flexibilized traditional patterns of inclusion and
exclusion in favor of new concepts of order. In this
context, the hitherto existing understanding of the
concepts ethnicity, citizenship and belonging shall
be discussed. Definitions for this key terms have
been mostly elaborated only within single disci-
plines and alongside case studies with a regional
focus. But the phenomena, which are described
by these concepts, are the result of transregional
relationships. Apart from this, for a joint theoreti-
cal concept, the transregional and comparative
perspective is important. The symposium shall be
a first step towards a transdisciplinary and transre-
gional theoretical concept of the three key terms
ethnicity, citizenship and belonging.
